ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

IMPORTANT: WE ADVISE YOU TO ASSEMBLE THE TENT ONCE BEFORE GOING CAMPING TO BECOME

FAMILIAR WITH THE ASSEMBLY OF THE TENT. FOR THIS MODEL, IT IS RECOMMENDED TWO PEOPLE BE
INVOLVED IN SETTING UP THIS TENT.

NOTE: PLEASE LOOK AT THE REPLACEMENT PARTS DIAGRAM TO SEE HOW YOUR FRAME IS ASSEMBLED.
To prolong the life of the tent floor, select a level, clean area for the campsite.

To prevent damage to the zipper, unzip the doors to allow air to enter the tent.

Separate frame poles. Extend the frame pole sections
which are chaincorded together:

" Locate the three frame pole sections with the plasticjoints

attached on each end.

Place pole sections on the ground for joining together. The
section with the orange plastic joints is the center ridge pole
and should be placed in the middle.

Make sure the sides of the plastic joints which are
marked with "E* are facing the center ridge pole.

 Locate the four single poles. These are the side ridge poles.

They have a clip lock on each end. Starting with one
corner, insert, one end into the plastic joint marked with
“E"and the other end into the orange plastic joint. Make
sure the clip locks on the poles snap into the slots on
the plastic joints. Repeat this procedure for the
remaining three corners. This will form the front and
rear eave of the tent.
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“Locate the four upright sections. Starting in one

corner, place the end of the pole section with the clip
lock into the end of the plastic joint and snap into place.

Repeat this procedure for the remaining three corners.
Do not extend the side uprights completely, but leave

them bent at the joints closest to the ground.

7 Lay tent out flat under the tent frame with the

roof side up. Unzip doors.

Locate the metal "s" hooks attached at each corner
of the center and side ridges of the tent. Starting at
the center ridge, insert hook through hole in the
plastic joints at each corner of the center ridge frame.
Repeat same procedure for the side ridges of the

tent. Clip the remaining plastic clips to the tent, frame.

You should now completely extend the side upights.
Insert the pin attached at each corner of the tent
into the open end of each frame poles.

Locate the frame ties at each side corner of the
tent and tie to frame.

Stake down tent by inserting a tent stake through
the metal ring at each corner, and through the
stake loop located at the center of the front and
rear of the tent. Hammer stakes into ground at a
45° angle, by using a hammer or mallet. Make
sure to pull the tent out even and tight.

With the help of another person, place fly over tent,
keeping peak of fly in line with the center peak of
the tent. Seams should be on the underside of fly.
Stretch fly out tightly and attach the metal hook on
each corner of the fly into the open end of each
frame pole, doing opposite sides at the same time.
Clip plastic hooks to frame sections.

Locate the three canopy poles sections which have one
pointed end. Insert pointed end of longer section through
grommet, located at center of the canopy. Repeat same
procedure for the corners of the canopy using the
remaining shorter pole sections.

Tie a guy out rope to the point of the center canopy pole.
Pull rope straight, out and stake down. Repeat same step
for corner poles, pulling rope out at a 45° angle to the tent
and stake down.

Tent should appear as shown.

Curtains have been included for dividing your tent
into rooms. Locate the ties attached to curtain and tie
to tent.

For your convenience, there are hanger loops located
inside your tent. These can be used to hang small
camping items.

Also, convenience pockets are provided for storing
small camping gear.

To take down tent, fold into thirds lengthwise toward
the door. At opposite end of the door, start a small,
tight roll with poles in pole bag and roll toward the
door. Once rolled, tie a string or rope around the tent
to hold into place. Slide tent, along with poles and
stake bag, into carry bag.

4. Anchor your tent securely to provide additional security from
changing climatic conditions. Snow pegs, skis and/or heavy
rocks may be necessary to supplement tent stakes and guy cords.

5. Take your tent down and store properly after camping.

Your tent is water repellent. However, it is not waterproof. During
heavy rain, some leakage may occur. Keep objects from touching
the inside of the tent. Such objects may cause leakage at point of
contact. If seam leakage occurs, it can be controlled by applying a
seam sealer compound.

Although our tents and screen houses are constructed to rigid
specifications, periods of wind or rain soaking the ground may
loosen the stakes and cause the uprights to sink into the ground.
This will weaken the rigidity of the overall structure. Water pockets
may also form in the roof if the unit is not assembled taut, possi-
bly causing broken frames and torn fabric.
